Chapter 4: Sustainable Mobility & Transportation

Mayor C. Higgins referred to Chapter 4 Sustainable Mobility & Transportation and invited queries.
Following queries from Councillors, the Chief Executive advised that an update will be provided by the
National Transport Authority at the September Council meeting and this will outline information in
relation to Park & Ride and that the Development Plan is there to provide policy support.

Clir. P. Keane queried the process of consideration of the Development Plan and to ensure for a legal
perspective that Council were following the correct process.
