® Parking before or after the designated times must be paid for where
charges normally apply.
® Cars parked before and after the designated Park and Stride times,
which do not display a paid ticket (where charges normally apply) will
be subject to charges, or a fine by Wardens in City Council car parks.
® Please park in a safe manner, allowing sufficient space for children
to enter and leave vehicles safely.
® Permit Stickers are for the use of Parents/Guardians participating
in the Park and Stride scheme only, and are not transferrable for ‘
any other use.
® New Permit Stickers will be issued at the start of every school year
— the current permit must be displayed on the Permit Sticker in use.
® Park and Stride only applies Monday to Friday, during term time.

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What is Park and Stride?

Park and Stride means leaving the car about 10 minutes
walk from the school gate, and making the last leg of the
journey to school on foot. For parents or grandparents
doing the walk to and from the car, that's 15-20 minutes
towards the recommended 30 minutes of physical
exercise we should all be doing every day. Galway City
Council is working in partnership with An Taisce Green-
Schools, schools in the city and local businesses

to seek your support for this scheme. ~

Why Park and Stride?

Regular physical activity is important from an \
early age to promote good physical and mental health —
the school journey is a great time to start the habit, even

if your family needs to travel to school by car. It's not just

the kids who'll be getting fresh air, a stretch of their legs
and some time to chat with their favourite people, you'll
be getting some exercise too!

Traffic danger is the most common

Children who are active on
the commute have higher

levels of concentration in
the classroom.

but, ironically, by driving our children
to school we contribute to traffic, thus
reducing our children’s safety*.

Park and Stride is good for the wider school community
too — less traffic outside the school gate means less
interaction with cars for young children trying to cross
roads; less fumes and pollution from cars idling; and
access for those who really need to park near the school
gate for mobility or health reasons.

Where Can I Park?

In Galway, a number of local businesses are supporting
Park and Stride by allowing Parents/Guardians to use
their car park free of charge (where charges normally
apply) for a short period of time while they walk their
child to school (see map on the next page
